Q:  You mentioned Vista Mail in one of your tips 
the other day, but you didn’t go into too much de-
tail about it.  Is it different than XP’s mail?  If so, 
how?  Please explain! 
 
A: It’s a little funny that you ask this, because our 
other mentioning of Vista Mail was in reference to 
a security issue that may be on the rise with the 
new operating system’s mail client. Well, I want to 
clear things up once and for all today, because 
Vista Mail really isn’t all that bad.  And if you’re 
just new to Vista, you’ll definitely want to check it 
out! 
           
I have a feeling that some of you have probably 
been looking around of your new Vista computer 
for Outlook Express.  Well, you’re not going to 
find that, but do look for something called Win-
dows Mail.  This is what Vista calls its new e-mail 
program. 
 
To get there, go to Start and click on Windows 
Mail .  Now, if you have not set up your account 
yet, you will see a wizard pop up that will take you 
through all the steps.  Here they are in a nutshell. 
 
1.  Type in your name (or at least the name you 
want all of your receivers to see when you send 
them mail).  Click Next when you’ve decided. 
 
2.  Enter in your e-mail address.  This can be the 
same one you’ve used for years or if you’d like to 
create a new one (in Yahoo!, Hotmail, etc), you 
can do so.  Click Next again when you’re done. 
 
3.  The next step asks you for your Incoming and 
Outgoing names.  This is actually information that 
you will need to get from your ISP.  If you use 
Outlook express on your other computer, you can 
use the same information, but if you don’t remem-
ber it, contact your ISP to get it.  That’s the only 
way you’ll get past this part of the setup.  Click 
Next when you’re finished. 
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you.  You can go from month to month, making 
notes of your appointments, etc.  It’s very easy 
to use and great for keeping track of your daily 
activities.  The Find button is where you can ei-
ther search for a particular message, a certain 
person or for text in a certain message.  That 
way, if you lose an e-mail you can search by any 
of these items to retrieve it much faster. 
 
There is also a Search box at the top of the win-
dow and you can use that to search for e-mail 
messages as well.  Just type in a few keywords 
that you know were used in the e-mail you’re 
looking for and it should come right up in the 
window for you.  It’s as easy as pie! 
 
Everything else with Windows Mail is pretty 
much the same as what you’re probably used to.  
The menus along the very top are the same, in-
cluding File, edit, View, etc.  You can still ac-
cess your preferences through the Tools, Op-
tions menu as well.  All of those tabs are the 
same too, so you can set up your account just the 
way you want it.  Windows Mail does have 
some new stationery options to choose from.  
You can get those by going under the Message 
menu.  My favorite is the green bubbles choice.  
It gives the e-mails I send out some real jazz! 
 
Wo, as you can see, everything is still pretty 
much the same as Outlook Express 6, but be 
sure to browse through Windows Mail and fa-
miliarize yourself with everything.  I’m sure a 
lot of you will get the hang of things right away, 
but at least you now have a small guide to go to 
for now.  And you know, there’s always the 
Help menu if you need extra help.  Now, go on 
and enjoy your new Vista e-mail program.  Yes, 
Yes, Yes! 

 
4.  Next, you’ll need to choose a username and 
password for your e-mail account.  At this stage, 
you can click the “Remember”  checkbox, so you 
won’t have to type it in each time you open your 
Windows Mail.  Then click Next. 
 
5.  If you’re all set, you can click the Finish button 
and your account will automatically be set up. 
 
Yep, it’s as easy as that!  A little less confusing 
than setting up an Outlook express account, but it 
still asks for all the important information needed.  
So, once you have your account all ready, you can 
start to look through it and figure out how to use it.  
But, don’t worry too much, because it’s very simi-
lar to OE, version 6.  So, if you used that before, 
you should be just fine. 
 
The first thing I noticed with Windows Mail was 
that the views were pretty much the same.  There’s 
the box on the top and the box on the bottom.  The 
top shows your received e-mails in a list and the 
bottom shows the actual e-mail content.  I also no-
ticed that the folders on the left hand side were ex-
actly the same, including Inbox, Outbox, Sent 
Items, Deleted Items, Drafts and Junk E-Mail.  
The menus along the top were fairly similar well.  
I’m sure you’ll see that they are no longer icon 
type buttons, but a bit of a smaller version.  You’ll 
see Create Mail, Reply, Reply All, Forward and 
Send/Receive.  All of those work just like OE. 
 
A couple things that were different are the Print 
and Delete buttons.  In Windows Mail, the print 
button is an actual icon of a printer and the delete 
button is just a big red X.  You just have to click 
on those to print or delete your e-mails.  I guess 
they weren’t good enough to get their own buttons 
this time around. :) After those, there is a series of 
new icons.  If you hover your mouse over them, 
you’ll see that one is Contacts, the second is Win-
dows Calendar and the third is Find. 
 
With Contacts, you can click on that to add people 
to your address book.  It’s a very convenient way 
of accessing the e-mail addresses and names you 
need.  Just a quick click and there they are.  The 
Windows Calendar is another very cool feature.   
Click on that button and a calendar will pop up for 
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PUMPKIN BREAD

My Pictures Slideshow  
 
Today's monitors are not susceptible to burn-
in, but screen savers are just as popular as 
they've ever been. In light of this, one of the 
best features of WinXP is the My Pictures 
Slideshow, which lets you use a revolving 
display of selected images as your screen 
saver. Here's how to set it up.  
 
Move all of your favorite digital images to 
one folder on the Windows drive. Open the 
Display Properties dialog box and choose the 
Screen Saver tab. In the Screen Saver drop-
down menu, select My Pictures Slideshow 
and click the Settings button. In the My Pic-
tures Screen Saver Options dialog box, click 
the Browse button to locate the folder where 
you stored your pictures. Highlight the folder 
in the resulting Browse For Folder dialog box 
and click OK to return to the My Pictures 
Screen Saver Options dialog box.  
 
Review the screen saver settings and set them 
according to your preferences. Click OK. 
Then, when you return to the Display Proper-
ties dialog box, click OK to activate the 
screen saver. 
 
Information from Smart Computing – Daily 
Tip 
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 WINDOWS VISTA TIP  
 
If you are having trouble running an older pro-
gram, you can customize the program’s icon to 
run in compatibility mode so that it will work 
properly under Windows Vista. 
 
In most cases, older programs should run with-
out any problems under Windows Vista.  How-
ever, in some cases these older programs fail to 
run or experience problems in Windows Vista. 
 
The most common reason for such problems is 
that the older program was designed specifi-
cally to run under a particular operating sys-
tem.  You can usually work around such prob-
lems by running the program in compatibility 
mode, where Windows Vista sets up an envi-
ronment that mimics the operating system for 
which the program was designed. 
 
1.  Click Start 
2.  Click All Programs 
3.  Click the menu that contains the icon of the 
program you want to configure  
4.  Right-click the icon 
5.  Click Properties  – The program’s proper-
ties dialog box appears 
6.  Click the Compatibility tab 
7.  Click the Run this program in compatibility 
mode for check box __ changes to __ 
8.  Click here and select the operating system 
for which the program was designed 
9.  Click OK 
 
Windows Vista runs the program in compati-
bility mode each time you start it. 

MICROSOFT OFFICE TIPS 
 
Microsoft Office 2007 
 
Microsoft introduced a new default file format 
whose extensions end in the letter “x.”   
 
Your correspondents can’t open these files be-
cause they are using older versions of Office that 
don’t recognize the new formats. 
 
In order to solve this problem, it is suggested you 
change a setting in Word 2007 so that all or your 
files will be saved in the traditional “doc” format.  
That format is compatible not only with older ver-
sions of Microsoft Office, but also with many 
other Window programs.   
 
To make the change, first click on the round 
“Office Button” at the top left of Word 2007.  
Then, at the lower right of the window that ap-
pears, click on “Word Options.” In the next screen 
that comes up, click on “Save” in the column at 
the left. 
 
In the panel that appears at the right, you’ll notice 
an option called “Save files in this format,” with a 
drop-down list of choices by clicking on the ar-
row, and select “Word 97-2003 Document 
((asterisk).doc).”  Then, click OK at the bottom of 
the window. 
 
Microsoft warns that some new features in Word 
2007 won’t translate into the old format, but I be-
lieve that this will prove irrelevant in 99 percent of 
cases and is outweighed in any case by the incom-
patibility you have run into. 

Show text Boundaries 
 
First click on the round “Office Button” at the top 
left of Word 2007.  Go to “Word Options” on the 
bottom right.  Click on “Advance” and scroll 

down to “Show Document Content.”  Click on �  
show text boundaries.  Click OK.

Axialis software company offers this software for 
creating exciting and personal icons, buttons, and 
even toolbars for your personal or business use.  This 
is a professional software program and definitely not 
for the computer beginner.  If you are a developer, 
webmaster, or designer, then this is a program that 
will help enhance your work. 
 
Even if you are an experienced graphic editor, I sug-
gest you take the time to read the instructions and go 
through the tutorial information that is offered with 
this software.  The tutorial is extremely well written 
and answers the “how to” questions. 
 
Creating icons for a website is not only challenging, 
but fun.  You can take the website and totally person-
alize it.  As a webmaster, I know that the biggest ob-
jective is to get people to look at your website.  
When you can personalize it to the degree that ICON 
WORKSHOP TM allows, even the toolbar, you will 
see your hit button soar! 
 
ICON WORKSHOP TM allows you to convert icons 
between Windows and MacOS.  I am not proficient 
on the MacOS, so am not able to try this myself.  
This program will also work on the latest Windows 
OS, Vista. 
 
The editor (work area of this software) is easy to un-
derstand and the tools are very easy to access.  With 
a click of the mouse, it is possible to create icons 
with the drag-and-drop maneuver. You can add im-
ages and text to any of your creations with ease.   
 
This software is compatible with graphic industry 
standards.  In other words, you can use images you 
have already created using Photoshop, Illustrator, 
Paint Shop Pro, etc.  This saves time and energy hav-
ing to recreate the icon image. 
 
There are templates that can be downloaded from the 
Axialis website.  This gives you a wide range of but-
tons or icons to help create your own style of icon.  
These templates can be easily customized to your 

needs.  This program offers so much that it is 
impossible to list all the features in a regular 
software review. 
 
This is a fantastic program if creating icons 
and buttons are required for either your work 
or pleasure.  It is not a graphic program to be 
used as an enhancing or editing program for 
the regular digital photo.

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DUPLICATE PHOTO 
FINDER 
Firm Tools 
Review by Nancy Smith 
 
Duplicate Photo Finder scans your computer 
looking for duplicate and similar pictures.  It sup-
ports many graphic and photo formats: TIFF, 
BMP, PNG, GIF, and JPEG.  It does not support 
the RAW Digital Camera format. 
 
Installation was fairly easy.  First, I had to go to 
my computer and click on the Duplicate Photo 
Finder Disc icon. There were no problems in 
setup and registration. I was successful typing the 
registration key the first time. 
 
To get started, you click on the Duplicate Photo 
Finder icon. You may scan the whole computer 
which may take two to three hours or you may 
browse specific folders such as my pictures.  I 
scanned my whole computer and it took fifteen 
minutes and found 1605 duplicate pictures. My 
clip art was scanned also and showed all the du-
plicate or similar pictures. It was much better to 
scan a specific folder so it doesn’t choose the 

graphics from another software program. When I 
scanned a specific folder, it was done in three min-
utes and found about twenty duplicate pictures. 
 
After the scan there is a preview area that shows 
the original picture on the left and the duplicate 
picture on the right. You always work with the du-
plicate and there is a swap button if you want to 
exchange the original and the duplicate. You may 
work with the duplicates by copying with the copy 
icon, moving with the orange icon, or deleting 
with the blue delete button. 
 
There is online support at www.firmtools.com. 
 
There are also keyboard shortcuts in the support 
sections which make using this program easier.  
There are also two Forums at the website: Dupli-
cate Photo Finder Suggestions and Feedback and 
Duplicate Photo Finder Troubleshooting and Prob-
lems. 
 
I like this program because it was easy to under-
stand. It helped me to free up valuable space on 
my computer by eliminating the duplicate pictures. 
I would recommend this program to everyone. The price 
is very reasonable at $19.95.
