You have the option of burning an Audio CD and 
Create Audio files or just simply burn an Audio 
CD.  The program also includes the Acoustica 
CD/DVD Label Maker, which will forward all the 
track information for you, producing a very pro-
fessional-looking label for your CD. 
 
The program offers so many functions that can 
improve the quality of the recording. 
 
I have never before worked with a program that 
provides such excellent results with so little 
knowledge or effort on my part. 
 
I strongly recommend this program for those who 
are interested in music and have all those old cas-
sette tapes and LPs they want to convert to CDs.   
It has been rated on Tucows and also by Smart 
Computing. 
 
This program is really “Great” and is available at 
www.Acoustico.com for $34.95, but there is also a 
trial version which will let you do a test before 
purchasing. 
 
 

SPIN IT AGAIN v2.0 
Acoustica Software  
Review by Shirley Finefrock 
 
Acoustica has produced another terrific program 
to convert your LPs or Cassette Tapes to CDs. 
 
I had not worked with the original version but 
this one is so complete, there just isn’t anything 
it doesn’t cover. 
 
The installation is extremely simple, so even the 
complete novice will not have any problems. 
 
The audio tutorial helps you get your equipment 
set up properly for recording.  The program also 
 provides visual aids as to the proper cord needed 
and the correct way to connect to the computer. 
 
There is no possible way you can do anything 
incorrectly when following the instructions. 
 
This program provides great detail to produce 
the best possible sound from your equipment.   
You can pause the recording process, which will 
let you change the cassette and that way you can 
have a variety of music on the same CD. 
 
The opening screen lets you choose what type of 
recording you would like to do.  There is audio 
and visual assistance to get you started.  When 
you start recording the “Recording Wizard” 
shows the input level and the word “Recording” 
blinks to indicate recording in progress and also 
shows the total time recorded.  There is a 
“Recording Level Wizard” that controls how 
strong the input signal is, helping to prevent dis-
tortion.  Once you click the “Stop” button, the 
recording is ended and you cannot add any more 
to it. 
 
The program reduces tape noise.  You can pause 
the tape you are recording and you cannot detect 
any noise when you restart.  This lets you inter-
change multiple tapes to give you a variety of 
music.  When you do a “Preview and Edit your 
Recording,” you choose “Tape noise be gone” 

MICROSOFT OFFICE TIPS 
 
Did You Know? 
By default, Microsoft Office task panes dock on the 
right side of the program window, however, you can 
move them to another location.  To do this, move the 
mouse pointer over the upper-left corner of the pane 
(handler) until it becomes a four-sided arrow pointer.  
Click and drag the pane, releasing it at the desired 
location.  To redock the pane double-click over the 
upper-left corner of the pane. 
 
Did You Know? 
If you type text that is similar to an AutoText entry, 
and the AutoText box pops up, you can ignore the 
suggestion and keep typing. 
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would be happy about is not having to deal 
with tangled cords anymore.  With wireless, 
you’ll be cord free and you won’t have to 
worry about the printer cords getting tied up 
with the computer cords, etc.  What a mess!  
Also, having a wireless printer adds flexibil-
ity to a wireless network.  In a normal net-
work, the host computer would have to be 
turned on for the printer to work.  But, with 
wireless printing, this isn’t the case.  You 
don’t have that type of restriction with a 
wireless network printer. 
 
Also, as I said earlier, newer printers are now 
featuring wireless capabilities, so some will 
already have a wireless Ethernet adapter in-
cluded when you purchase it.  Make sure you 
know if your printer has one of those or not 
before you go out and buy another adapter. 
 
So, if you’re looking into buying a new 
printer soon, you may want to think about 
getting one with wireless connections.  Or if 
you want to turn the printer you already have 
into wireless, you can do that too. Wouldn’t it 
be cool to be completely wireless?!

Q: Is there such a thing as wireless printing? 

 
A: Hmmm, that’s a very good question.  In this day 
and age, why wouldn’t there be a wireless printer, 
right?  I mean, there are wireless keyboards and 
wireless mice, not to mention wireless internet in it-
self, so the only logical thing is to have a wireless 
printer as well. 
 
Well, if you’ve been wondering about this for some 
time, you’re in luck, because there is such a thing 
and it’s a pretty cool gadget if you think about it.  
Some of the newer printers out on the market today 
are coming packaged with wireless capabilities.  This 
access comes through a wireless printer adapter.  As 
long as you have a wireless network with your com-
puter, you can use this adapter to have wireless print-
ing too. 
 
Keep in mind that you don’t have to go out and buy a 
new printer just to have wireless printing.  Almost 
any printer can be made wireless with the right 
equipment, so don’t worry about spending money on 
a whole new printer.  Just check out the information 
below and you’ll be on your way to everything wire-
less! 
 
There are a couple other things you have to be sure 
to have for this work.  The printer you’re going to be 
using needs to be a USB pinter.  This simply means 
that it has to have a USB connection with it some-
how.  Once you have that, you can choose an 
adapter.  There are several different kinds available 
today, depending on the needed wireless range and 
the number of computers you’re networking to the 
one printer.  The most common technology being 
used with wireless printers is Bluetooth as well. 
 
Obviously, there are some great advantages to hav-
ing a wireless printer.  The main thing I know I 

VISTA TIP: 
 
Caution! 
If you are going to change the drive letter for a 
hard drive, be sure to make the change before 
you install any programs on the drive.  Other-
wise, changing the drive letter will likely cause 
those programs to stop working and you would 
need to uninstall and then reinstall the pro-
grams. 
 
Desktop Trick! 
If you frequently use the Windows Vista desk-
top to store your program shortcuts, the desk-
top can quickly become a jumble of icons that 
make it difficult to find the shortcut you want.  
To solve this problem, right-click an empty 
spot on the desktop, click Sort By, and then 
click Name.  This sorts the shortcuts alphabeti-
cally by name.
