Adding an Address Bar 

 

Adding the ñAddress Barò to your task bar can be a 

really great time saver. By doing this simple little 

addition, you can go directly to a website without 

having to open your browser (Internet Explorer or 

whatever you use to get on the Internet). 

 

Go to your task bar (the bar that runs across the bot-

tom of your desktop).  Right-click.  

 

 A menu will pop up and at the top you will see 

ñTOOLBARSò.  Mouse-over the word ñToolbarsò 

and you will see a list and ñADDRESSò should be at 

the top of the list.  Left click to put a checkmark next 

to ñADDRESSò. 

 
 

Now when you look at the TASKBAR,  you will see 

the ADDRESS BAR that is just like the one you use 

when you open your browser.  Type in the address 

of the website that you would like to go to and Win-

dows will take you there. 

 

 
 

Another use of the ADDRESS BAR:   you can     

access your files and folders from this address bar, 

such as Documents, Computer, Pictures, etc.  Type 

whatever you want in, hit enter, and Windows will 

find it for you.

To Remove  a White Heat Ring from Wood  

Table 

 

Items Needed: 

          Steam Iron 

          Old white t-shirt or similar material 

          Lemon Oil 

          Scotts Liquid Gold 

          Furniture polish  

 

Fold the t-shirt about 4 times. Place over the 

white ring. hold the steam iron over the t-shirt. 

Press the steam to come out and wipe the ring 

with the t-shirt. Do not burn yourself. 

 

As you wipe you will see the ring disappear.  I 

don't know how this works but it does.    Let the 

area dry and then use lemon oil, let set about 2 

hours and wipe off,  apply Scotts liquid gold, let 

set overnight. Buff with dry t-shirt fabric.  Apply 

your favorite furniture polish- I used pledge 

spray. I  googled white ring and found various 

ways using the iron and this is what worked for 

me. I didn't know if this would work but really 

didn't want to get the table refinished so I used 

this method.

HOW TO FORWARD EMAIL  
APPROPRIATELY  
By Computer Tips 

 

Do you really know how to forward e-mails?  

50% do; 50% do not.  Do you wonder why you 

get viruses or junk mail?  Do you hate it?  Every 

time you forward an e-mail there is information 

left over from the people who got the message 

before you, namely their e-mail addresses and 

names.  As the messages get forwarded along, the 

list of addresses builds, and builds, and builds, 

and all it takes is for some poor sap to get a virus, 

and his or her computer can send that virus to 

every e-mail address that has come across his 

computer. 

 

Or, someone can take all of those addresses and 

sell them or send junk mail to them in the hope 

that you will go to the site and he will make five 

cents for each hit.  Thatôs right, all of that incon-

venience over five cents.  How do you stop it? 

 

Well, there are several easy steps: 

 

1.  When you forward an e-mail, DELETE all of 

the other addresses that appear in the body of the 

message (at the top)..Thatôs right, DELETE them.  

Highlight them and delete them, backspace them, 

cut them, whatever it is you know how to do.  It 

only takes a second.  You MUST click the 

óForwardô button first and then you will have full 

editing capabilities against the body and headers 

of the message.  If you donôt click on óForwardô 

first, you wonôt be able to edit the message at all. 

 

2. Whenever you send an e-mail to more than 

one person, do NOT use the To: or Cc: fields 

for adding e-mail addresses.  Always use the 

BCC; (blind carbon copy) field for listing the 

e-mail addresses.  This is the way the people 

you send to will only see their own e-mail ad-

dresses.  If you donôt see your BCC: option 

click on where it says To: and your address 

list will appear.  Highlight the address and 
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CUSTOMIZING THE DESKTOP ICONS 
 
You can display all the standard Desktop icons, 

hide them, or show only the ones you want.  You 

can also change the image for each icon, adjust 

its size, and then arrange the icons however you 

want to see them on your Desktop. 

 Click the Start button, type pers in the 

Search box of the Start menu, and choose 

Personalization from the menu to display 

the Personalization window. 

Click Change Desktop Icons to display the 

Desktop Icon Settings dialog box. 

Select the icons you want to be shown on the 

Desktop. 

To change the appearance of an icon, select 

it, click Change Icon, and in the Change 

Icon dialog box that appears, click the 

image you want to replace the image of 

the selected icon.  Click OK. 

If you donôt want the icons to change when 

you apply a theme, clear this check box.  

If you want the icons to change and to be 

consistent with the theme, select the 

check box. 

Click OK. 

Right-click a blank spot on the Desktop, 

point to View, and specify 

The size you want for the icons 

The alignment you want 

Whether you want the icons to be 

shown on the Desktop or hidden. 

choose BCC: and thatôs it, itôs that easy.  

When you send to BCC: your message will 

automatically say óUndisclosed Recipients in 

the óTO:ô field of the people who receive it. 

 

3.  Remove any óFW:ô in the subject line.  You 

can rename the subject if you wish or even fix 

spelling. 

 

4.  ALWAYS hit your Forward button from the 

actual e-mail you are reading.  Ever get those e-

mails that you have to open 10 pages to read and 

one page with the information on it?  By For-

warding from the actual page you wish someone 

to view, you stop them from having to open 

many e-mails just to see what you sent. 

 

5.  Have you ever got an e-mail that is a petition?  

It states a position and asks you to add your 

name and address and to forward it to 10 or 15 

people or your entire address book.  The e-mail 

can be forwarded on and on and can collect thou-

sands of names and e-mail addresses.  A FACT:  

The completed petition is actually worth a cou-

ple of bucks to a professional spanner because of 

the wealth of valid names and e-mail addresses 

contained therein.  If you want to support the 

petition, send it as your own personal letter to 

the intended recipient.  Your position may carry 

more weight as a personal letter than a laundry 

list of names and e-mail address on a petition.  

(Actually, if you think about it, whoôs supposed 

to send the petition in to whatever cause it sup-

ports?  And donôt believe the ones that say that 

the e-mail is being traced, it just ainôt so!) 

 

6.  One of the main ones I hate is the ones that 

say that something like, óSend this email to 10 

people and youôll see something great run across 

your screen.ô  Or, sometimes theyôll just tease 

you by saying something really cute will happen.  

IT AINôT GONNA HAPPEN!!!!  (Trust me, Iôm 

still seeing some of the same ones that I waited 

on 10 years ago!)  I donôt let the bad luck ones 

scare me either, they get trashed. 

 

7.  Before you forward an Amber Alert, or a Vi-

rus Alert, or some of the other ones floating 

around nowadays, check them out before you 

forward them.  Most of them are junk mail thatôs 

been circling the net for YEARS!  Just about 

everything you receive in an e-mail that is in 

question can be checked out at Snopes.  Just go 

to http://www.snopes.com. 

 

Itôs really easy to find out if itôs real or not.  If 

itôs not, please DONôT pass it on. 

 

So please, in the future, letôs stop the junk mail 

and the viruses. 
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
